Abstract : The year of 2021 is the 30th anniversary of the independence of the Central Asian countries. In reflection and research on state building
and social transformation in the past 30 years since the independence of Central Asian countries, regional governance and its changes that have gone
through in Central Asia can be an academic agenda , which will bring a lot of theoretical values and policy inspirations. Spatial reconstruction , governance
practices , interaction rules and symbolic politics are the four aspects that worth special attention in the study of regional governance and the changes in
Central Asia.
